On 21,0ctober 2015, women and men activists, advocates and human rights defenders will come
to United Nations Headquarters not to celebrate the 15th anniversary of the adoption of UN

Recommendations from the event will be be
presented formally to UN high level leadership at a Peace Forum 28-30 October 2015 and will be
shared with high level UN leadership, with media, civil society, and other stakeholders. It is time
to move beyond celebrating anniversaries and instead act to ensure ongoing and effective
implementation of the Women, Peace and Security agenda.

Civil society from around the world are invited to join, raise your voices, and mobilize to
demand action on this important anniversary year.
