Their participation is an affirmation of the importance of the subject matter under 
discussion.

Republic, Thailand, Turkey, Ukraine, Uruguay, Viet Nam and Zimbabwe to participate in this meeting.  

In accordance with rule 39 of the Council’s provisional rules of procedure, I invite the following briefers to 
participate in this meeting: Ms. Leila Zerrougui, Special Representative of the Secretary- General for Children 
and Armed Conflict; Ms. Yoka Brandt, Deputy Executive Director of UNICEF; and Ms. Eunice Apio, 
Director of Facilitation for Peace and Development.  

In accordance with rule 39 of the Council’s provisional rules of procedure, I invite the following persons to 
participate in this meeting: His Excellency Mr. Thomas Mayr-Harting, Head of the Delegation of the European 
Union to the United Nations; and His Excellency Mr. Ahmed Fathalla, Permanent Observer of the League of 
Arab States.

I also wish to draw the attention of Council members to document S/2015/402, which contains the text of a 
letter dated 1 June 2015 from the Permanent Representatives of Malaysia to the United Nations addressed to 
the Secretary-General, transmitting a concept note on the item under consideration.  

I now give the floor to His Excellency Secretary- General Ban Ki-moon.  
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
