Subject: Condemnation of measures to move the capital to
Jerusalem and the US administration decision to move the
embassy to the city

Greetings,

On 6 December 2017, the US administration renewed its
acknowledgement of Jerusalem as a capital for Israel. The
president of United States issued instructions to relocate the
US embassy to Jerusalem.

We, the representatives of women led organizations and
persons signed below, consider the US administration’s
measures to be against the UN relevant resolutions that
considers east Jerusalem part of the Occupied Palestinian
Territories, including as per UNSC resolution number 478 for
1980. We consider those steps of the US administration to
represent a clear bias and partiality in supporting Israel
policies to continue its occupation and expansion in
Palestinian territories. This measure threatens the political
settlement that is based on a two-state solution. It will lead
to renewed armed clashes, where our people will be the
firewood. It will threaten the global peace and security.

As such, we call upon you, to influence the US
administration to reverse the decision of those arbitrary
measures. We urge you to direct the international and
regional efforts to end the Israeli Occupation to Palestine,
Golan and other occupied territories. We reiterate the
importance of implementing all relevant UNSC resolutions
in this regards.
